(4) Develop Action Plans: Draft strategic frameworks and position papers that reflect the
collective vision and goals of the global NGO community for presentation at the Second World Social Summit.
(5) Begin Elevating Key Conversations about the “Second World Social Summit” and assess the progress
made by the NGOs in implementing the commitments of the Copenhagen Declaration on Social Development
and its Programme of Action

Civil Social leaders will draw attention to pressing challenges and set the stage for shaping the
new social development ecosystem. This gathering will be more substantial and full of hope,
complementing the “Second World Social Summit” outcome in Qatar, 4-6 November 2025.
